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I HOLY SPIRIT : AN ACTIVE PRINCIPLE IN THE I

SALVATION HISTORY

Introduction

The Church is eagerly waiting for the celebration of
the Feast of Pentecost which is a memorable event in the
history of Salvation. The
Church  believes in
monotheism, yet we
understand that God in its
Trinitarian presence. Even in
the creation event, God acts
in God’s Trinitarian capacity.
God the creator creates with
the co-operation of the Word,
His Only Begotten Son and
of the Holy Spirit which was
active at the time of creation

(Gen 1 : 1-3). Very Rev. Dr. Eldho Puthenkandathil

At the time of God’s Incarnation the Holy Spirit was
an active principle whose power overshadowed Mary who
gave birth to the Saviour, the Son of God. Jesus’ salvific work
is the fulfillment of His Father’s will, which culminated in
His Sacrifice on the cross. This salvation is being continued
in the Church by the Holy Spirit. In this short article, I would
like to explain the ecclesial understanding of the
Pneumatology where the Holy Spirit is presented as an active
principle in the salvation history.

Evolution of Pneumatology

In the early Church the Holy Spirit is introduced to
fill the gap between Jesus’ resurrection and His second
coming. To prove the divinity of Jesus Christ, the work of the




I Holy Spirit is given prime importance in the infancy narratives I

of Mathew and Luke. The action of the Holy Spirit in the divine
birth is compared to “tenting” referred in the Exodus event
where the divine presence is well depicted. Again the active
presence of the Holy Spirit is narrated by all the four
Evangelists in the baptism of Jesus (Mt. 3:13-17; Mk 1:9-11;
Lk 3:21-22; Jn 1:32-34).

The same Holy Spirit anointed Jesus and filled Him
with the power to proclaim the good news, to perform the
miracles and to embrace the cross for the salvation of the whole
world. Jesus, being the bearer of the Holy Spirit imparted His
Spirit to the world from His cross (Jn 19:30) and to His disciples
after His resurrection (Jn 20:22). The same Spirit is bestowed
on His Mother and disciples at Pentecost (Acts 2:1-13) which
is ever since the guiding principle of the Church and the faithful.

The Pentecost and the Early Christian Community

The Church celebrates the feast of Pentecost following
the event of the indwelling of the Holy Spirit among the Mother
and disciples of Jesus, narrated in the Acts of the Apostles
(Acts 2:1-13). It is narrated as the fulfillment of the promise
given by the resurrected Jesus in the Gospel of Luke (Lk 24:49).
Literally it is celebrated on the 50" day of the resurrection of
Jesus. The word “Pentecost” is assumed on the basis of this
50t day.

This inter-relation is found only in the Lukan tradition
as the Gospel ends with this expectation of the Holy Spirit and
the Acts of the Apostles opens with the inauguration of the
Christian Community as the fulfillment of that promise.
However, in the Gospel of John this imparting of the Holy
Spirit is narrated as an event happened during Jesus’ apparition
immediately after his resurrection (Jn 20:22). What is important
here is not the time or mode of the indwelling, but the act of
the indwelling.




I Johannine and Pauline Pneumatology I

The pneumatological understanding of the Church is
very vivid in the Johannine and Pauline writings. St. John
presents Jesus as the vehicle of the Holy Spirit. In the baptismal
scene presented in all the Gospels, it is read that the Spirit
descended on Jesus in the form of a dove, and John added
“and it remained in Him” which shows a continuous presence
of the Holy Spirit in Jesus. Such a Jesus can be seen as one
who could baptize others in the Holy Spirit (Jn 1:34) and impart
the Holy Spirit to the disciples (Jn 20:22). God bestows the
Holy Spirit through the Son without measure (Jn 3:34) who
can also share the Spirit without measure. St. John continues
to speak about the need of a rebirth in Baptism in the Holy
Spirit to obtain eternal life (Jn 3:3-8). The act of the Holy Spirit
is compared to the spring of the living water flown from the
heart of the believer (Jn 4:10-14; 7:37-39). The fourth
Evangelist speaks about the true Christian worship which is
Trinitarian in nature, where the role of the Holy Spirit is insisted
(Jn 4:23-24). Finally, John presents the Holy Spirit as a promise
in the life of the Christian taking the role as an advocate
(paraclate) who continues the salvific work of Jesus and
deepens His teachings in the life of the believer. The Holy
Spirit will abide in them (Jn 14:16-17), teaches them (Jn 14:26),
helps them (Jn 15;26-27), convince them concerning sin,
righteousness and judgment (Jn 16:8-11) and guides them (Jn
16:12-13).

St. Paul also gives us a clear picture about the
functioning of the Holy Spirit in the believer and in the Church.
He speaks about the gifts of the Holy Spirit which are given in
different ways to the believers (1 Cor 12:1-11). Again, St. Paul
lists the fruits of the Holy Spirit and inspires the believers to
be guided by the Holy Spirit (Gal 5:22-26). According to Paul
the Holy Spirit abides and works in the believers (Rom 5:5; 1
Cor 12:8; Rom 8:9-11; 1 Cor 6:19-22; Gal 4:6; 1 Thes 4:8; 2
Tim 1:4; Tit 3:4-6) and also in the Church (1 Cor 12:4-11).




I Holy Spirit and the Sacraments I

Holy Spirit, as the third person in the Holy Trinity is
actively present in the Church right from the resurrection of
Jesus. This divine Spirit functions in each individual believer
through different sacraments. Every baptized is born in the
Holy Spirit, strengthened by the sacrament of confirmation
(myron) and nurtured by the Holy Eucharist which becomes
the real body and blood of Jesus by the indwelling of the Holy
Spirit. It is the same Spirit that forgives the sins in the sacrament
of penance and strengthens and heals the sick in the sacrament
of the anointing of the sick. The same Holy Spirit binds the
wed-lock of the bride and bridegroom in the sacrament of
matrimony. In the sacrament of the Holy Order the candidate
is filled with and consecrated by the Holy Spirit for the sacred
ministry in the Church. In short, the Holy Spirit functions as a
guiding principle in the life of the Church by sanctifying each
individual according to the status to which he or she is called
upon.

Conclusion

We have seen that the Holy Spirit is one among the
Trinitarian God-head who is actively present in the post-
resurrectional Church. Holy Spirit proceeds from the Father
through the Son and works in the believer and in the believing
community as God’s own Spirit. It is the vital principle in the
day-to-day life of the Church. We have to be docile to the Holy
Spirit and receive the Spirit for the building up of the Church
and to assume the salvation which is promised to each one of
us. We have to re-vitalize our baptismal grace by following
the inspired path of the Holy Spirit to enter into the promised
life-eternal.

Manjoli Kurishumala: A Pilgrim Center

Manjoli Male is both historically and geographically
significant to the Diocese of Puttur as it is th emost elevated
area in the region and bears 40 years of history in the gradual
growth of a Holy Cross Pilgrim center in the region. It is the
fulfillment of the dream, the pain and the hardships of a small
community who migrated to the hillocks of Manjolimale.

Four decades ago, a simple wooden Holy Cross was
placed at the peak of Manjolimaleby Late Rev. Fr. Aatmanand
OIC, Late Rev. Joseph Valakuzhy OIC and Late Bro. Martin
Vaimattom OIC. The Cross stood as a symbol of Faith and
Hope at the time of hardships confronted by the migrant
community. They held their Faith close to their hearts and
battled against the uncertainties and anguish they faced in their
life. slowly, manjolimale was called Manjoli Kurishumala.

Today, when His Excellency, Most Rev. Dr.
Geevarghese Mar Makarios declares this place as a pilgrim
center, it fulfills the long cherished dream of our forefathers.
The present day Kurishumala is the result of the unending
commitment and dedication of Very Rev Fr. Thomas
Kuzhinapurathu, the parishioners of St. George Malankara
Syrian Catholic Church, Kallugude as well as of the local
people irrespective of caste and creed.
