He became the Cure of Ars 
by his spiritual direction of the souls in the confessional 
where he spent 14-18 hours daily. He was a man from 
the Altar to the people and from the people to the Al-
tar.

      As citizens of our beloved motherland and constitutive members of the mystical Body 
of Christ, the Church, August 15th is a great significant day for all of us. We commemorate 
the Amritha Mahostva, the 75th anniversary of our Independence Day and the feast of 
Assumption of our Blessed Mother to Heaven. While remembering our patriotic leaders 
and their sacrifices to achieve this freedom from the foreign rule, let us dedicate ourselves 
to the well being of our nation and pray for our beloved country. The past 75 years of 
Independent India tells us of various milestones contributing to its making and reminds 
us of our responsibility to remain faithful to the constitutional values to take India to 
even greater heights. The feast of the Assumption of the Blessed Mother Mary reflects an 
increased theological emphasis on the glorification of the complete person of Mary, that 
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is her body as well as soul anticipating the state promised to the rest of humankind. As 
mother of God, it is our firm faith in the teaching of the church that from the very first 
moment of her existence, sin had no hold over her and she always bowed to the will of 
God and thereby held an important role in the episode of redemption next to her Son. On 
this feast, we celebrate not only her passing from this life but also her resurrection and 
ascension into heavenly glory, whereby she shares fully the triumph of the Risen Lord.       
      Apart from these festal celebrations, we also celebrate two important events in the life of 
the church, such, the catechetical day and the social Justice Sunday. The catechetical Sunday 
reminds the church and the parents to the type of up bringing that is required in the present. 
Proper faith formation along with other wellbeing is a collective mission of the church. I 
wish all our children and the catechism teachers all the blessing and God’s grace in fulfill-
ing this mission. May the leadership taken by all the Headmasters and Headmistresses bear 
greater fruits in this mission of the Church.
