Among the various important
events in the month of September
the Nativity of Blessed Mother
Mary, the Triumph of the Holy
Cross and the anniversary of the
Re-union movement are some
that come to the fore.

The Church celebrates the
divine birth of three persons,
Jesus, Mary and John the
Baptist. Rabindranath Tagore,
the great Indian poet says “every
child comes into the world with
the assurance that God is not yet
fed up with the human race”.
September 8th is the birthday of
our Blessed Mother Mary. The
birth of Mary is not just an
assurance but the dawn of hope
and salvation to the entire world.
It is true that our Christian life will
not be complete without a proper
place to the Blessed Mother. The
month of September begins with
our preparation for the nativity

celebration on 8th. I wish and pray,
let these 7 days of preparation
enrich each and endow with a
proper disposition to celebrate the
birthday in a more worthy manner.
The entire life of the church and
therefore of every believer is
always radiated by her soothing
presence and her heavenly
intervention. She is always there
in our midst and in our families (Jn

the first week of September every
year.

A
tiny beginning, with a clarion call
to greater unity in the Church
based on the prayer of Jesus, for
his disciples, “that they may all be
one” (Jn 17/21) urging all
Christians to get united under the
supremacy of the Vicar of Christ,
the Supreme Head of the Church,
the Pope. While the past 90 years
of existence and achievements
make us all feel proud as an
Individual Church, it all the more
urges us to wake up to the needs
of the time to realize the vision
and mission envisaged by the
Servant of God, Archbishop Mar

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Missionary Significance of the
Re-union Movement

Introduction

At the dawn of the 20th

century, the main concern of the
Malankara Church was to regain
her Catholic communion as well
as missionary zeal, but there were
both external and internal
problems that reduced her
ecclesial vitality. The ecclesial
dependence on the Syrian
Jacobite Church of Antioch and
the internal conflicts between its
members affected her fate. It is
in this theological context that
Mar Ivanios together with his
companions professed Catholic
faith and entered into Catholic
fold on 20 September 1930 and
it’s recorded in golden letters as
Re-union Event. This ecclesial
Movement has both ecumenical
and missionary significances and
we can understand it as a
missionary model contributed by
Mar Ivanios to the catholic
world.

5.1. Re-union to Renewal

In general the term ‘re-
union’ was understood as an
attempt of re-establishing the
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union among Churches. It
connotes not a new relationship
but a ‘union’ which the Churches
had had in earlier times. If we
accept this theological position of
early 20th century, re-unionin the
Malankara Church would be re-
establishing a union which the St.
Thomas Christians had before the
schism in 1653. It’s interesting to
note that the Re-union Movement
initiated by Mar Ivanios was not
a return to the ecclesial situation
of the St. Thomas Christians
before 17th century. Before the
schism there was only one church
with one liturgy and one hierarchy
in India; whereas, after the schism
the ecclesial situation changed.
The separated group had been
growing with a different ecclesial
identity with unique liturgy,

administration and discipline. As
far as the Malankara Church was
concerned, the re-establishment
of union, did not mean returning
to its former status because she
could not give up all ecclesial
features that she had acquired
after the division. When the visible
communion with the Bishop of
Rome was established in 1930, it
was returning as well as renewal.
Former denotes re-establishing
the union that they had already
possessed and the latter denotes
re-establishing a new ecclesial
communion with the Bishop of
Rome and at same time with all
other churches sui iuris in the
catholic tradition.

From a historical point of
view, the Re-union Movement
was an ecclesial event that
happened two decades after the
World Missionary Conference
held in Edinburgh in 1910 and
three decades before the Second
Vatican Council of 1960’s. Being
situated in between these two
great theological Councils, its
theological significance has to be
explored from the theological
development of this period. These
Councils proposed ecclesial
communion between different
individual churches for the
realization of universal mission of
the Church of Christ.

Without falling into the
pitfalls of unitatism and
subordinationism the Re-union
Movement implemented
practically the theology of
communion and mission in the
context of India. Writing a new
chapter in the theology of
ecclesial communion of sui iuris
churches in the Catholic Church,
Re-union Movement enlarged the
missionary horizon for the
Malankara Church. It also
searched into the missionary
possibilities of belonging to the
catholic communion. Looking
back to the progress of this
Movement in the Universal
Church for the last nine decades
one can say that it produced great
missionary fruits in the socio-
cultural milieu of India. Beginning
with five persons this movement
extended her missionary initiatives
in whole India and crossed the
frontiers to reach out to other
continents. Counting around five
hundred thousand faithful within
12 eparchies and also in extra
territorial regions all over the
world, the Re-union Movement
has been progressing like a
missionary movement in the
Catholic Church.  It is because
of this missionary progress Pope
John Paul II acclaimed: “The
Syro-Malankara Catholic
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Church is one of the fastest
growing Catholic Communities in
the world.” Within a year, the
Pope conferred this particular
young church sui iuris with the
status of a Major Archiepiscopal
Church on 10 February 2005.

Evangelization of India

Mar Ivanios was
pondering over the missionary call
of the St. Thomas Christians and
found that the divine plan in the
arrival of St. Thomas, the apostle
in India was nothing but preaching
the Gospel to all in India. For Mar
Ivanios, preserving the faith
without sharing does not do
justice to her apostolic mission.
As a true missionary of the St.
Thomas tradition, with heartfelt
pain Mar Ivanios writes:”It has to
be considered a serious
delinquency that the Malankara
Syrian Community which prides
itself on its twenty centuries of
history, has not done hitherto
anything substantially in the matter
of its the obligatory duty - in the
area of its existential vocation.
One has to admit that the lamp
enflamed by the command of our
Saviour Jesus Christ in 52 AD still
remains as it was; hence it failed
to illuminate and reinvigorate the
surrounding darkness”(Mar
Ivanios, Girideepam, 57).It was
this realization that made Mar

Ivanios to declarethat the
missionary duty of the Malankara
Church is nothing but the
Evangelization of India. He
widened his missionary horizon
and critically evaluated the
problems of the Malankara
Church. The establishment of
Bethany and thereafter the Re-
union Movement were in view of
realizing his missionary dream, the
evangelization of India.

The concept, ‘the
evangelization of India’ refers to
the universal openness of Mar
Ivanios to the Christian mission,
because after the Re-union he
never limited his missionary vision
within the geographical
boundaries of Travancore and
Cochin nor of Syrian community.
Ivanian concept of
Bharathasuiviseshavalkaranam
or the evangelization of India, has
two implications. First of all, all
missionary works of any ecclesial
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community should aim at universal
salvation. Secondly, missionary
work should promote the
inculturation of Christian faith into
the native culture. Likewise, ‘the
evangelization of India,’ in
Ivanian theology, denotes both
universal and particular
dimensions of the Christian
mission. Therefore, the
‘evangelization of India’ which is
the backbone of the Ivanian
theology of mission is the source
and summit of the Re-union
Movement in India.

Missionary Motive of the Re-
union Movement

Till the schism in 1653, all
St. Thomas Christians were in
communion with other churches
principally through direct contact
with the Chaldean Church. This
communion gave them access to
the ecclesial resources of all
individual churches which were in
communion with the Bishop of
Rome. After the schism, the
dissident group neither received
from nor contributed to the
universal mission. Her missionary
endeavours became marginal and
sometimes non-existent, because
division within the Church is a
counter-witness to the
Gospel.The Second Vatican
Council, speaking on the mission
of the Church, says: “division of

Christians is injurious to the holy
work of preaching the Gospel to
every creature” (Ad Gentes, 6).
As far as the Malankara Church
is concerned, it is true that after
the schism, the missionary zeal of
the members was diminishing.
Mar Ivanios recommended unity
in the Malankara Church as well
as communion with the Catholic
Church, not only for appeasing
quarrels and divisions but also to
rekindle missionary zeal in his
mother Church.

Many call the Re-union
Movement just as one among
other ecumenical movements in
the modern world. According to
the ecclesiology of the last century
and the theology of the Church
before the Second Vatican
Council, ecumenism was
understood mainly as returning
back to the mother church. The
Malankara Church neither went
back to the undivided St. Thomas
Christian community because of
its common apostolic patrimony,
nor to the Syrian Catholic Church
of Antioch because of its liturgical
affiliation. Neither was it
absorbed into the Latin Church.
Yet, scholars of the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Church still
consider it as a mere ecumenical
movement or a movement
towards Church Unity. This
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approach of the Indian Church.
It is an ecclesial movement that
explored the missionary
possibilities of catholic
communion in Indian context.
Before a comprehensive theology
of communion and mission is
developed in the catholic world,
the missionary zeal of an apostolic
church was successfully rekindled
by Mar Ivanios through re-
establishing catholic communion.
As a model of catholic
communion, this Re-union
Movement also opened new
avenues of missionary
cooperation and missionary
sharing between particular
churches sui iuris within the
Catholic Church.

position or vision does justice
neither to the theological
significance of this Movement nor
to the missionary vision of Mar
Ivanios.

The Re-union of the
Malankara Church has become a
successful ecclesial event,
because of the missionary
progress it has brought about. Mar
Ivanios was certain that the
missionary progress of the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Church was
made possible only because of the
catholic communion. “Mar
Ivanios reformed the missionary
consciousness of his church, which
died out after his leaving that
church, but was destined to
flourish after Re-union in the
Malankara Catholic Church.”
(John Berchmans, “Mar Ivanios a
Prophetic Reformer”, in
Dharsanathērtham, ed.,
Sylvester Kanjiramukalil,
118).Thus, the Re-union stands as
a model of Christian mission
contributed by Mar Ivanios to
both the Indian Church and to the
Universal Church.

Conclusion

As far as the St. Thomas
