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The Fullness of Our Faith and Hope

-“...why do you seek the living among the dead?

(Luke 24:5)” B8

The resurrection of Jesus was the historical foundation
of Christianity. Without the resurrection the “Jesus
Movement” would not have endured; as the New Testament
itself suggests, the crucifixion dashed the hopes of Jesus’
original followers (Lk. 24:21). Also, if Jesus were only
crucified and buried, then we would have no salvation
from sin, no good news to speak about, and no sure hope
for the future. The disciples would have quietly returned
to their fishing boats and tax booths. Jesus of Nazareth
would be just another inspiring teacher and controversial
leader whose followers scattered after his death. But
because Christ walked out of the tomb on the third day
and “presented himself alive” to his disciples everything
is different. There were other messianic figures in
first-century Palestine, and none of their movements
long survived the death of the founder (Acts 5:34-37).
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Thus, it seems clear that it was only the faith that Jesus had risen from the dead which caused

his movement to endure. The resurrection of Jesus was also the basis for perhaps the two

most important doctrines of Christianity namely the divinity of Christ and Life after death.

» The divinity of Christ: Whatever Jesus might have claimed about himself, it was only at
the resurrection that His followers concluded that He was divine. Even in John’s Gospel,
which has the theme that Jesus is God incarnate and in which Jesus repeatedly publicly
declares his divinity (St. John 8:58, 10:30), no disciple confesses His divinity until after
the resurrection (St.John 20:28). Also the resurrection experiences were similar to the
experience of the divine. For example: after the resurrection of Jesus, we experience God
as someone who has no limits and can appear in any time or place and yet is intimately
personal.

» Life after death: In first-century Judaism there was debate about whether there was life
after death, since the Sadducees denied it, whereas the Pharisees affirmed it. But because
of the resurrection of Jesus, the Church always proclaimed that the rest of us will also
rise from the dead.

We have been preparing ourselves spiritually for forty days to experience and witness to the
resurrection of Our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. How the passion, death and resurrection
relate to our life? Christ’s death has been seen as a sacrifice since his very death. The
New Testament explicitly acknowledges it to be so, and theologians from the Patristic
period to the modern period have seen the death of Christ as a sacrifice. However,
Christ’s death was not only a sacrifice, it was also a victory. Death is the original sentence
for disobeying the divine word: “You shall surely die...you are dust, and to dust you shall
return (Genesis 2:17; 3:19)” It has haunted human beings for thousands of years, and the
world’s leading hospitals and medical providers have found no cure for what Paul calls ‘the
last enemy’ (1Cor 15:26). Yet the Lord Jesus ‘through his death’ has saved His people from
death’s oppressive terror and secured ultimate victory over death. Yes, Christ, through his
death and resurrection is seen as victor over sin, death, and Satan.

Therefore, the resurrection is the core of the Christian message and should never be neglected
or assumed. Sometimes today, when we hear the gospel preached, the focus is on the cross. The
resurrection is often ignored, assumed, or mentioned only in passing. In contrast, the preaching
recorded in the book of Acts emphasized the resurrection of Jesus, and barely mentioned his
death. The apostles were preoccupied with the resurrection and emphasized it much more
than the cross. Sadly, the Church only seems to get excited about the resurrection once a
year at Easter time. In reality, every Sunday should be Resurrection Sunday. The reason why
the early Church began to meet on the first day of the week was to celebrate Jesus’ defeat of
death.

The resurrection gives us the joy of knowing that Christ is with us today! He has promised
that he will be with us to the end of time. This changes everything. A dead hero in the grave
is no help to us. But a risen Saviour in heaven gives us great confidence! Because the tomb is
empty and Jesus is on the throne, we can know for sure that we will be victorious irrespective
of what is happening in today’s world. Jesus said, “I will build my Church, and the gates of
hell shall not prevail against it” (Mathew 16:18).The resurrection gives us hope that goes
beyond the grave. We live in a broken world. Every Christian will at some point in their lives
know the pain of grieving for a loved one. When Paul told us not to “grieve as others do
who have no hope” (1Thess 4:13), he did not mean that we would not experience sadness.

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But because Jesus conquered the grave, we have confidence that one day we too will
rise, and so meet both Jesus and our believing loved ones again. This changes everything
when we come face to face with death. The resurrection unites every Christian with the
life-giving force that raised Jesus from the dead. It is through the resurrection that, “the
last Adam became a life-giving spirit” (1Cor 15:45). Paul tells us, “The Spirit of him who
raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you” (Romans 8:11).This amazing power is available
to transform, equip, and empower us: “What is the immeasurable greatness of his power
toward us who believe, according to the working of his great might that he worked in
Christ when he raised him from the dead” (Ephesians 1:19-20).Because of the resurrection,
we can know that Jesus is personally coming back to judge and rule the world. It is a source
of great joy for the Christian that Jesus will return. But it should also cause great concern
for those who are living estranged from him. Because of the resurrection, we can be
sure that this same Jesus will return again: The times of ignorance God overlooked,
but now he commands all people everywhere to repent, because he has fixed a day on which
he will judge the world in righteousness by a man whom he has appointed; and of this he has
given assurance to all by raising him from the dead (Acts 17:30-31).

My dear friends, we must be aware of one thing: the resurrection confirms that Jesus is in
fact the long-awaited Saviour and King who now lives to intercede for his people
(Hebrews 7:25).It offers a preview and guarantee of our resurrection on the last day.
It also gives us death-defying joy and means that we need not dread the diseases,
disasters, and disappointments of this life. The resurrection matters to us because it is
the most significant demonstration of who Jesus is. God showed His love for us by send-
ing Jesus to earth and inviting us to follow Him. Jesus showed us grace by dying for our
sins and rescuing us from a life separated from God. God demonstrated His power when
Jesus paid for our sins on the cross and came back to life. The resurrection matters to
us because Jesus is still alive and works in us today. Charles Spurgeon, a renowned
Christian preacher, said that our neglect of Jesus’ resurrection may be one of the reasons our
gospel preaching is so powerless. Therefore, let us powerfully preach the resurrection of Jesus
to the people we meet. May the Risen Lord bless and dwell in all of us. Amen
