    As people of God, the month of September is filled with a 
number of very important days to be specially remembered and 
celebrated. We begin the month with adequate preparation by 
way of fasting, prayer and abstinence to celebrate the birth of our 
Blessed Mother Mary on 8th September. These eight days are 
rendered very special and most of us really feel the heavenly 
patronage of our Holy Mother Mary in our daily lives. Having 
been destined to be the Mother of the Saviour of the world, Mary 
was filled with grace in a singular way that even at the moment of 
her immaculate conception she exceeded all in sanctity and 
thereby to be the Mother of God.

The vision 
and mission of Mar Ivanios is rendered fruitful today, by the mission and active participation of every 
member of the church. As a prophet of ecclesial communion and the way how he discerned the will of 
God for us and for the church, we are called to read the signs of the time and discern the will of God in 
the present. The Re-union Movement, more than a historical fact in the history of the church, unequivo-
cally reminds us of the truth of its relevance and the need of greater ecclesial communion based on the 
spiritual growth of the church as the mystical Body of Christ and the victorious presence of our Lord in 
the world. As part of the Church in this land, let us, as a diocese, be aware of our role with greater en-
thusiasm after the mind and vision of the Servant of God, Archbishop Mar Ivanios of Blessed memory.

•	 Diocesan Priests’ Meet :
  The diocesan priest’s meeting was held on 3rd August, 2022. Diocesan priests working in the 
diocese gathered at Shantibhavana Bishop’s House on the respective day to discuss pastoral issues 
and also formulate a pastoral plan for the upcoming year.

•	 The Priest’s General Body Meeting and Vianney Day Celebration :
  The Priest’s General Body Meeting and Vianney Day Celebration were conducted on 3rd and 
4th August 2022, at Shanthibhavana Bishop’s House in Panjala. Priests from the diocese who are both 
diocesan and religious actively took part in the event.
  The Vice Rector of St. Mary’s Malankara Major Seminary in Trivandrum, Rev. Dr. Varghese 
Thannickakuzhy, took an interactive session on marriage legislation and updates. The session was 
followed by the evening prayer and supper.
   On August 4, 2022, Vianney Day was observed with Morning Prayer and a Solemn Concelebrated 
Mass that included all of the diocesan and religious priests serving in the diocese. The principal 
celebrant was His Excellency, Most Rev. Dr. Geevarghese Mar Makarios.
    Following the mass, the Priest General Body met to address matters such as “Pastoral Planning Based 
on KRPP,” “Grace Filling Families,” and “Planning of the Celebration in the Month of November in 
our diocese.”	

•	 Relics Installation :
   The first-class relics of St. Alphonsa of the Immaculate Conception were
 installed in two parishes of our diocese by Most Rev. Dr. Geevargherse Mar 
Makarios, the bishop of Puttur. The relics of the saint were installed in 
St. Mary’s SMCC, Mangalore, on 7th August, 2022 and in St. Alphonsa 
SMCC, Carmleram, on 21st August, 2022.   

•	 Feast of the Assumption of  Mary and Independence Day 
Celebration :

    After a 15-day fast (nombu), the feast of the Assumption of  Mary was 
celebrated solemnly in all parishes of the diocese with solemn Holy 
Qurbono.
  Independence Day was celebrated with a flag-hoisting ceremony, 
parades, and cultural programmes in different parishes and institutions 
in the diocese. Very Rev. Fr. Daniel Kadakkampallil, the Rector of San 
Jos Minor Seminary, hoisted the national flag in the Bishop’s House in 
the presence of the seminarians and staff members.

  The diocesan MCYM observed the month of August as “Membership Month.” This event enabled 
the youngsters to get officially registered as MCYM members of Puttur Diocese.
