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Mar Ivanios and His Theology of
Evangelization

The Malankara Syrian Catholic Church is celebrating the
navathy year (June11, 2021 to June 11, 2021) of the erection
of the hierarchy in the pre-centenary decade of Reunion
Movement (2020-2030). It is an occasion to thank God for the
recognition of Malankara liturgy, the Antiochene rite in
Malabar, and thus recognition of the ecclesial identity of
Malankara Church in Catholic communion. It was a recognition
for Mar Ivanios and Bethany who
had gone beyond the confines of a
sectarian thinking to the ecclesial
union of various denominations
belonging to the Saint Thomas
Christians and also for their effort
to proclaim the Word of God to the
whole of India. It is an occasion to
recall the ways we travelled and also
an occasion to plan the strategy for
the future.

Evangelization and ecumenism have become the
catchwords of Mar Ivanios during his stay in Serampore (1913-
1919). It started with the meeting of the Christian Students
Movement in Serampore in 1912 organized under the efficient
leadership of Dr. Richard Mott, the pioneer of modern
ecumenism with the conduct of the Edinburgh conference of
1910. The Oxford Mission fathers and Oxford mission sisters
stimulated this further. The Calcutta School of theology has
provided him the impetus to think of an indigenous movement
for the mission of evangelization. Various other movements
like National Missionary society added flavor to this.
Foundation of Bethany Ashram, Convent, and Churches and
so on is to be understood in this wider context.

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The foundation of Bethany was a new beginning in the
history of the Malankara Churches. After the initial periods of
religious training, the Ashramites started their mission in
different parts of Kerala. Prior to the reunion, they established
few mission stations and parishes under Bethany. Their work
was mainly among the downtrodden initiating them to good
education. Their interventions in the social life of the people
also resulted in the conversion of few people to the community.
Members of Bethany missions and parishes were the strong
supporters and followers of Bethany monks and sisters in their
way to reunion.

Reunion was an extra stimulus for the mission of
evangelization. After the reunion, Mar Ivanios who settled in
Trivandrum started new missions among the non-Christians in
the southern part of Travencore and in the Kanyakumari district
of present Tamilnadu state. Dioceses of Marthandam, Parasala
and the missions in southern part of Trivandrum Major
Archdiocese (the parishes in the ecclesiastical districts of
Kilimanoor, Nedumangad, Kazhakoottom and Trivandrum are
basically local converts) are the result of such mission activities.

The missionary zeal of the Malankara Syrian Catholic
Church is also seen behind the spread the community among
the migrants in High and Low Ranges, Wynadu, Nilgiris in
Tamilnadu and Souh Canara and Shimoga districts in Karnataka.
The erection of the Puthur Diocese is a very clear testimony of
this missionary initiative. It was also extended to the migrant
workers in the Metropolitan cities in India which resulted in the
erection of Gurgav and Khadki dioceses. The arguments of
Malankara Prelates along with the Other Oriental Bishops in
the Second Vatican Council for the need of pastoral care among
the migrants outside the territory of the Church and also for
their right to evangelization beyond the territorial boundaries
of the Church is a clear indication of their missionary zeal.
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The Malankara Syrian Catholic Church in its first
Malankara Assembly held in September 2011 after being raised
to the status of Major Arch diocese has taken up the theme of
the evangelization role of Malankara Church. It has clearly
articulated evangelization as her fundamental charism. This led
to the establishment of Suvisesha Sangham, a team for
evangelization, for the proclamation of the Holy Gospel. As we
move forward with a rejuvenated interest for evangelization,
we could start new mission stations in Tripura, Assam, Punjab,
Bengal, Jharkhand, Orissa, Telenghana and so on. In short once
can say that Ivanian vision of evangelization was the driving
force of Malankara Syrian Catholic Church. As we are moving
through the pre-centenary decade of reunion, we need to rekindle
the spirit of evangelization.

The challenging role of Malankara Syrian Catholic Church
is to make this a mass movement with participation of people at
all levels. The Malankara Church is very blessed with its clergy,
religious and laity together working for the mission of the
Church. Along with the clergy and religious, the lay leaders in
particular the trained laity called Upadesis have worked
strenuously for the mission of evangelization. In this context, it
is also important to see the renewed interest for evangelization
propagated by Pope Francis. He has called for a “pastoral and
missionary conversion” for ecclesial renewal (EG 25). It is a
call to transcend its focus from self preservation and self identity
to the mission commission of the Church (EG 27).

In this mission oriented journey Pope Francis has proposed
the notion of a synodal Church. In his speech on the 50th

anniversary of the institution of the Synod of Bishops on 17
October 2015, he said: syndoality is the path “God expects of
the Church of third millennium.” He used “synodality” to refer
to the common responsibility of all the members of the people
of God for the life of the Church. It was further articulated with
the publication of Syndoality in the Life and Mission of the
Church by the International Theological Commission (ITC).
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‘Synodality’ is developed on the basis of Second Vatican’s
notion of the People of God and the communion ecclesiology
(ITC 6). It also insists on listening to all members of the Church.
In Evangelii gaudium, he requested the bishops to enter into
pastoral dialogue with all (EG 31). The proposed theme for the
next synod of Bishops in 2022 – “For a Synodal Church:
Communion, Participation and Mission” is a move forward in
this direction. Malankara Syrian Catholic Church who is
celebrating the pre-centenary decade of reunion movement needs
to reflect on the challenging call towards ‘synodality’ – walking
together – in communion and participation for the mission of
Jesus. While celebrating the centenary of the encyclical
Maximum Illud of Pope Benedict XV (1919-2019), Pope Francis
has declared an extraordinary missionary month (October 2019)
with the clarion call ‘Baptized and sent.’ This is the message
Christ has given to us all and it must continue stimulating us in
our ecclesial life.
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The Dormition of the Most Glorious
Mother of God

(The Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary)

August 15 is the day of celebrating freedom for every
Indian from the British colonial rule. For us Christians, the joy
is two-fold as the day is also the celebration of the freedom of
the children of God…The freedom,
for which we were created… And the
freedom which was attained by
God’s creature, when Mary was
assumed into heaven body and soul.
 In Mother Mary’s Assumption into
heaven, God’s creature has become
fully alive. Mary glorified God in her
life and her death. And God received
her into heavenly glory.

Understanding the Assumption of Mary into heaven

The Catholic Church teaches that “the Immaculate Mother
of God, the ever Virgin Mary, having completed the course of
her earthly life, was assumed body and soul into heavenly glory”
(munificentissimus deus, n. 44). However, in 1950, while
defining this dogma solemnly, Pope Pius XII did not state how,
when, and where the Assumption took place. It leaves open,
therefore, the question of whether or not she died.

Some theologians hold that the Blessed Virgin Mary did
not suffer death. They claim that since death is the consequence
of sin (Rom. 5:12), Mary should not have died, as she was
immaculately conceived and remained sinless until the end of
her earthly pilgrimage. Furthermore, they stress that Mary
enjoyed the first fruits of Christ’s Resurrection and Ascension

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so that she did not die. But since this earthly flesh cannot inherit
heaven, her body was transformed into a glorified body at the
end of her life.

However, the majority of theologians hold that she did
suffer death. After the definition of the doctrine of the
Immaculate Conception, the theologians generally agree that
Mary could not have died as a penalty of sin. Her death was
explained in terms of sleep. The death did not involve anxiety
or fear or suffering, but rather it was a peaceful falling into sleep.
Mar Jacob of Sarug wrote that when the time of death came for
Mary, “the group of the Twelve Apostles” gathered to bury the
virginal body of the Blessed One. The Easterners called it the
most blessed dormition of the most glorious Mother of God.
They believe that Mary died and was buried, and Christ raised
her from the tomb to take her up with him in glory.

One primary reason in favor of the position that Our
Blessed Mother died is ‘conformity to Christ.’ St. John
Damascene says, since Jesus, her son, who is the life, did not
refuse to die, how could she not accept death? She always wanted
to be like Jesus and to imitate him in every possible way. Thus,
her death itself was a participation in the death of Jesus Christ
(Rom 6:3-5).

Finally, theologically, we can hold on to either of the
positions: Blessed Virgin Mary died or did not die. But one thing
must be held that even if she died, she was assumed into heaven
before her sacred body saw corruption. And the reason can be
traced in Psalm 16:10 – “you will not abandon me to the realm
of the dead, nor will you let your faithful one see decay.”

Conclusion

As we celebrate the 75th Independence day let us realize
the true meaning of freedom from the life of our Blessed Virgin
Mary.
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Freedom in the understanding of the  world is to do what
we want to do.  But true freedom of God’s children consists in
doing what we ought to do or, in other words, to do what God
wants us to do.

Being created as God’s children, we ought to be free from
every fear, including the fear of death by following the shining
example of Mother Mary and enjoying true freedom in our lives.
